Iâ??m reminded of a cartoon in which the car salesman, facing an obviously upset customer, says,
â??So, you wanted wheels with that?â?•

To eliminate misunderstanding, Moses instructed, â??Love the Lord your God with all your heart, soul,
and strengthâ?•. Perhaps he could have said: emotions, will, and actions. The point is the same:
â??Love the Lord your God with your whole being!â?•

Ultimately, to be united with God in love requires our allâ??nothing hidden; nothing held back; totally.
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
