Could it be that we have to surrender our right to complain and argue, &??to become blameless
and pure children of Goda?s(v. 15)? After all, didna??t Jesus get angry? Didna??t he cast out the
moneychangers, call the religious-eaders hypocrites, a??whitewashed tombs,a? and a 4??brood of
vipersa?e? Yes, but Jesusa?? anger.was directed against sin, hypocrisy, and greed. Most of our
complaining and arguing has to do with us: our comfort;-our preferences, our way.

Paul was writing to believers. They and we have a choice to make. We can continue to argue and
complain, or we can a??shine like stars in the universe.a?e
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
