In a parallel account of Jesusâ?? resurrection from the dead, Luke recounts the angelic messengers
asking the women, â??Why do you look for the living among the dead?â?• (Luke 24:5). Any effort to
found a new religion in any era is as futile as it was for the women seeking Jesus at the empty tomb.
