He
saw a mother who had no oneâ??no husband and no other sons. She had no one to support and love
her as a son would. Jesus saw her tears, heard her sobs, and â??his heart went out to herâ?• (v. 13).
Jesusâ?? compassion moved him to do what he alone could do.

We must actively practice compassion and go where the needs are. Then our hearts will go out to
them.
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
