Determined to
satisfy his hunger but unable to decide which path to take he follows both roads at the same time,
splitting himself in two. Is his goal worth the sacrifice?

Itâ??s not possible to serve two masters; we end up failing both and destroying ourselves in the
process. Goals that are focused on what is temporary and self-serving are not worth the sacrifice. By
keeping our hearts centered on what lasts for eternity and investing in bringing others into the kingdom
we are fulfilling the will of God in our lives.
