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Romans 15:7-12

Imagine how surprised Paul must have been to receive the call to take the gospel to the Gentiles. All
his life, he had been taught that the Jews were separate and distinct.

And
we, too, must accept others who want to share in the life of Christ, regardless of their past or how
unworthy they may seem to us. God is a??not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to
repentancea?e (2 Pet. 3:9, KJV).
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
