When our flesh and our spirit fail us because of continually feeling sorry for ourselves, we fail. If we
attempt to cover up our sadness by using drugs or other masking elements, we only further compound
our misery. If, however, in wisdom, we turn to God when we are downhearted, he will lift us up.

The psalmist found that his life was a waste of time, and an endless pain, before he turned to God.
When he a??entered the sanctuary of Goda?e (Ps. 73:17) his eyes were opened. By affirming Goda??s
will, rather than his own, his life took,on,new meaning.

Like all of us, the psalmist had to deal with his/own mertality before he could more clearly see Goda??s
plan for his immortality.
