Seven year old, Andrew declared, â??I have a space in me that only God can fill!â?• He obviously
wasnâ??t talking about a physical space but a spiritual one.

The psalmist is expressing this same longing and desire in this psalm. His longing is for a dwelling in
the house of God.

When we desire God and his presence, we are truly on a spiritual journey. When we find him, our mind
and body can fully rest in him.
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
