His advisors saw it as a perfect opportunity to teach his political opponents a lesson. â??[P]ut
them to death,â?• they insisted (v. 12b). â??No one will dare question our king again!â?• But with wise
restraint, Saul said, â??No one shall be put to death today, for this day the Lord has rescued Israelâ?•
