Why did Peter always wear mint flavored sandals? Correct. Because he was always putting his foot in
his mouth!

Paul highlights the supremacy-of Goda??s wisdom, a??Has not God made foolish the wisdom of the
world? . . . For the foolishness of God'is wiser than human wisdom, and the weakness of God is
stronger than human strength&a?e (1 Cor. 1:20b,25).

We all need a confrontation with the all-wise God. This will allow usto take a sober and realistic look at
ourselves and repent for attitudes of self-sufficiency and self-supremacy. a??God opposes the proud
but shows favor to the humble&a?e (James 4:6).
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
