Psalm 103 is chock-full ofiGod&??s actions. Look at the verbs: God forgives, heals, redeems, crowns,
satisfies, and renews. God works-righteousness and justice. He shows compassion and graciousness.
He relents from accusation and anger, does'not-give-people what they deserve, and removes their
transgressions. God is doing a lot in this psalm!

Why does God do all this? The answer is found in verse 11: a??For as high as the heavens are above
the earth, so great is his love for those who fear him.4?+ Goda??s gracious actions are motivated by his
all-encompassing love.

Grace is love in action. God is involved in the mess of human life. He gets dirt under his fingernails,
pain in his heart, and nails through his hands.
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
