Though Epaphras was now many'miles away. he still played an active part in the
life of the church. He was committed to urgent intercessory prayer.'He knew Satan and false teachers
would attack them. He prayed fervently that they a??may stand mature and fully assured in all the will
of Goda?s (RSV).

Most of us are not a??up fronta?e leaders in our churches, but we can be a??fellow workersa?e with
them. May we be faithful ministers on their behalf, surrounding our churches with intense intercession.
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
