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Hebrews 9:11-28

wife was waiting at the emergency room for the ambulance to arrive. My husband and I rushed over to
be with her. She didnâ??t know the details. She just knew her husband was hurtâ??she feared it would
be severe. We waited. We tried to talk about other things to distract ourselves. We prayed. We cried.
We waited. Itâ??s never easy to wait. Thankfully, miraculously, this man was okay. The doctors
canâ??t figure out why he is alive, but he is.
