Challenge to Holy Living
The imagery of the word â??perishingâ?• might suggest a person floundering in deep waters without
much hope of being saved. Such persons may reason that religious talk really doesnâ??t solve their
predicament, thus it would seem to be foolishness. The flip side is that for those who desperately want
to be â??savedâ?• there is divine presence and power to snatch them from perishing in the deep
waters of sin, offering eternal hope through a changed life.

Actually, foolishness is to turn aside from the power-laden cross where redemption is Godâ??s great
strength and triumph over sin.
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
