Some may flirt
with temptation, believing that they have the power to overcome it. When resolve gets weak and
temptation persists, sin is the natural progression.

Certainly the power of the Holy Spirit can help in resisting temptation. The truth in Proverbs 7 gives
wise instruction: avoid temptation altogether. How is this possible? We need to embrace â??wisdomâ?•
as a â??sisterâ?• and â??insightâ?• as a â??relativeâ?• (v.4). Then we will remain intimately connected
(related) to God and Godâ??s word (v.1-2).

Struggling with temptation takes away energy and effort that we can better use for God and His
Kingdom.
