The truth is: we dona??t have any-biblical evidence to suggest that Jesus had performed miracles
before this point or that His mother had observed Himdoing so. In fact, His comment that 4??a4??My
hour has not yet comea??a?e in John 2:4b may specify that He-hadna??t.

So why was Mary confident that Jesus could redeem this situation?

It may be as simple as the fact that, because she knew Him, she trusted Him. She may not have known
what He would do or how He would do it. But the beauty of it is; she probably didna??t care. Perhaps
she had simply learned that doing what He said was always the right decision no matter the
circumstance. Maybe thata??s the best definition of trust.
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
