The way to God is found in the scripturesâ??they contain everything we need to know for life and holy
living. The story of God in all its redemptive grandeur and majesty is the purpose for which the
revelation has been given to us.

If we miss the grand theological narrative that is the saving intent of the Word of God, we can become
mired in contentious debate about details that are not the point of Scripture. How Godâ??s good
creation was marred by sin, and what a holy and loving God designed to remedy that damage and
restore creation to its intended perfection, is the point of it all.
