1 Kings 17:7-24

During a great drought, God led the prophet Elijah to ask a poor widow for some water. Though she
was badly malnourished, she graciously went to get some for him. Then Elijah also asked for a piece of
bread. Tearfully she informed the prophet that she only had a handful of flour and a few drops of oil.
She was gathering firewood to cook a loaf of bread for herself and her son before they died of hunger.
Elijah tested her faith by asking her,to split that final loaf into three portions.
