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Psalm 48:1-14

the Lord illuminates the city. Furthermore, the redeemed who dwell there will enjoy the fruit of the tree
of life and its healing leaves. The New Jerusalem is full of blessings and devoid of any curse.

This picture of the New Jerusalem is the ultimate reminder that God Almighty is our fortress. One day
we will have a building from Godâ??an eternal house in heaven. God Almighty is truly our security!
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
