Yet Isaiah says that God will keep us in perfect peace; In Hebrew, perfect peace is written as
a??shalom shalom.a?e The repetition emphasizes the‘intensity-of.the peace. But notice the clause that
follows: this multiplied peace is for those a??whose minds are Steadfast, because they trust in [God].&4?¢
Steadfast simply means a??settled upon.a?e
