The writer to the Hebrews is specific: Our encouragement is meant to keep us from becoming hardened
by sin. The encouragement of one believer to anothercan saften,such sinful molds. This requires that
we a??share in Christa?e (v. 14), becoming partners, as we seek toavoid sin.

Accountability becomes important. We discover that following Christ, as personal as it may be to
choose to do so, ceases to be personal after the choice is made. Relationship with Christ brings the
benefit of relationship with Christa??s people.
