That is when | realized
His glory is supreme majesty and more; ultimate power and more; splendid excellence and more. Our
mighty Goda??s glory is boundless!

What God revealed to Moses was the essence of His glory: His goodness (v. 19). He told Moses to
stand near Him, on a rock. He put Moses in a cleft of that rock and covered Moses with His hand. As
God passed by, Moses didna??t see the fullness of Goda??s glory, but he witnessed the radiant
afterglow.
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
