Jesusa?? great commandment is
repeated in different words: a??Love the Lord your God with all your heart, soul, mind and strength and
your neighbor as yourselfa?e (Luke 10:27). The writer of the letter to the Hebrews uses the same kind of
relationship language: &?7?See to it that no one falls short of the grace of God and that no bitter root
grows up to cause trouble .and-defile, manya?e (Hebrews 12:15).

To be holy is to live so as to not offend God with our actions or-attitudes.
