In fact, many televangelists and &a??prosperity preachersa?e have
isolated this verse to justify.selishness and greed.

However, we shortly learn that this is not what/Jesus-meant. Soon we find Jesus praying in the Garden
of Gethsemane requesting, if at all possible, that the cup be taken.from Him. We all know that cup, the
journey to the cross, was not removed.

What matters most is having complete trust and faith in the God who leads and guides us. When we
pray, do we believe that God is capable of doing the seemingly impossible? Or, do we praya??while at
the same time doubting Goda??s goodness and faithfulness? When we pray, may we do so with
complete confidence in the Almighty.
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
