They teased her about her accent, verbal expressions, and
Christian faith. She remembers feeling rejected and alone.

The Christians of Jewish background in Acts 15 were hesitant to accept believers from the wider Greek
culture. The apostles, church, and elders metiat-Jerusalem to discuss this vital issue. The future of
Christa??s church was at stake.

The council was divided when Peter, an observer of the Greek-speaking believera??s conversion to
Christ and a respected leader of the church, spoke. He reminded them that it was Goda??s choice that
the Gentiles hear the gospel.
