Peter warned his friends that they, like the Buckingham Palace soldiers, needed to be on guard against
the enemy of the soul and the righteousness of God.

Guard against those who would rob your faith and the sins that so easily come to us; anything that
would lead us away from God. Guard those things that strengthen the faith; anything that would lead us
toward God.
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
