The Apostle Paul also uses another analogy in 1 Corinthians 3: God employs not only gardeners, but
builders. Whether we plant gardens or construct buildings, if we do so apart from the solid foundation of
Christ our efforts will not last.

Gardener or builder, we can rest knowing the results remain with our Master. As we build upon
Christâ??s foundation we are attentive to the quality of our efforts.
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
