Take a few moments to think if there are 'specific sins in your life that may need to die. If you cana??t
think of any, pray for the Spirit to search your heart (Psalm 139:23). Maybe ita??s pride, selfishness,
hatred, jealousy, impatience, or greed that needs to die in yourlife. As Christ-followers and disciples,
when we truly allow the words and teachings of Jesus to shape“our lives, things have to die. However, it
is in dying that the resurrecting power of Jesus Christ begins its work. Today, pray for the Holy Spirit to
transform your life so that you no longer live in the old way of life, but instead live in the new way of the
Spirit.
