What caused Johna??s glimmer of faith we are not told, since;a??They still did not understand from
Scripture that Jesus had to rise from the deada?s (v. 9).

Perhaps John remembered what Jesus told them earlier, 4??You heard me say, a??l am going away
and | am coming back to you.a?? If you loved me, you would be glad that | am going to the Father, for
the Father is greater than I. | have told you now before it happens, so that when it does happen you will
believea?e (14:28-29).
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
