Yet, just as is
recognized in every Christian funeral, Jeremiah wrote-with a certain confidence. He knew that our last
a??amena?eis not really the final word.

Grief is real and painful. Our capacity to experience grief and loss is a mark of our being created by
God and in His image. Yet, we have hope through the power of Jesusa?? resurrection that our loss will
not be final and our pain is not permanent.
