Ever notice how the same news can be interpreted 4??gooda?e by some and a??bada?e by others? For
example, on hearing the news of the birth of Jesus, King Herod was a??disturbeda?e and began a plot
to kill Him (Matthew 2:3). The shepherdsa?? reaction, however, was quite the opposite. They
responded to the news with excitement and praise to God (Luke 2:10, 20). Same news but two
completely different reactions:

Perhaps the difference lies in the fact that Herod-believed he had a kingdom and power to lose. The
shepherds, on the other hand, had nothing to lose. News/prompts.reaction. Some were receptive to the
Good News; others felt threatened by it.
