God inspired Solomon to write those words, and the following verses continue the theme. Using
phrases like â??a lowly spirit,â?• â??heeding instruction,â?• and â??using gracious words,â?• we learn
a strong point: though the world may waver on what is right and wrong, Godâ??s Word is the authority
on living a life pleasing to Him.
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
