A grateful heart is wonderful, because it keeps life in perspective, but actually expressing thanks seals
the deal. I came to a realization one day, several years ago: If God never did another kind thing for me,
if my life collapsed all around me causing me to lose all that I have, I am still blessed. I would still thank
Him for His goodness. Isnâ??t that what King David did? He had his bad times. He went through his
valleys, but he didnâ??t stay there. He chose to have an attitude of gratitude to God, and God
continued to bless him for it.
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
