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Genesis 2:16-25

Albert Schweitzer is reported to have said, â??We are all so much together, but we are all dying of
loneliness.â?• The first thing that God declared not good in creation was loneliness. Adam had named
all the creatures that surrounded him and yet he was alone. God noticed and said, â??It is not good for
the man to be alone.â?• So He created a helper for Adam, a suitable companion.
