We must remember that
God and Satan are not equals. In Psalm 73:23-34, David writes: â??Yet I am always with you; you hold
me by my right hand. You guide me with your counsel, and afterward you will take me into glory.â?• The
Creator of the universe holds our hand and guides us through each day. We are assured of glory as our
final destination.
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
