Iâ??m wondering if God often tires of our spiritual excuses. â??I donâ??t have time to study the
Bible.â?• â??If I read the Bible, I wonâ??t have time to read the newspaper, and surely God wants me
to be up on current events.â?• â??I donâ??t need to attend Bible study because I went a few years
ago.â?•

Romans 1 highlights that since the beginning of time, God has clearly made himself knownâ??through
nature, through Scripture, through our consciences, in our hearts, and through His prophets. We really
have no excuse for not knowing Him, serving Him, and loving Him.

Letâ??s commit to serving Him with 100 percent, so that when we stand before Him, we wonâ??t need
to make any excuses.
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
