The fact is, people can
be forgetful, but God is gracious enough to recognize-this traitin us; Goda??s grace is also evident in
the commandments themselves: they are a list of things for Goda??s people to do and things to avoid
in order honor God and each othera??reminders that relationships are important. In other parts of the
Old Testament, we see God giving all kinds of reminders, ranging from festivals to telling the people to
put physical reminders of Goda??s work on their doors and on their clothes.
