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Acts 2:14-24

they drunk so early in the day?â?• Peter stood up and began to unpack what the people were hearing
from the believers.

If you have ever worked with a child, perhaps you can relate to what Peter and the believers were
experiencing. Despite a common language, further explanation is sometimes needed.

How often do we, especially those of us who have attended church for a while, forget what itâ??s like to
hear the good news for the first time? Itâ??s so new and different from anything else, that we may need
to â??unpack itâ?• for the hearer. Allow the Holy Spirit to guide you as you share the good news.
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
