Thereâ??s a desire to pursue what is right in the face of wrongs, even
accepting its punishment. Truthfulness is strangely powerfulâ??exposing lies, declaring freedom.

Through Christ, God has exposed the
extent of the power of truthfulness and freedom through the work of our salvation. It is no wonder that
the Lord delights in trustworthiness!
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
