But for now, as we wait, we seek the
light. Isaiah wrote, 4??The people walking in darkness have seen a great light; on those living in the
land of deep darkness a light has dawneda?e (Isaiah 9:2). Just as we see the light of one candle in a
darkened room, we must turn our focus to where we find the light of God today, in our homes, in our
neighborhoods, and in our cities.
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
