Ezra 2:1-2, 61-70

Our God is faithful and wants to weave the brokenness of life into something beautiful. In Ezra 2, the
people of Israel had been in a season of exile. Here, however, we see families reunited and brought
back from the Babylonian captivity which had scattered them.
