Proverbs 3:1-10

Proverbs 3 informs us that studying Godâ??s commandments (v. 1) and living faithfully (v. 3) play a
significant role in the trust described in verses 5-7. Also evident is the significance of oneâ??s heart,
mentioned in verses 1, 3, and 5. The heart was believed to encompass the entirety of a personâ??s
inner being: feelings, will, and intellect. So, trusting God involves using everything inside of us to direct
our mind toward what matters to God and to direct our behavior to doing what we know God asks of us.
