In &??holy angera?e (v.5), Jesus restores the dignity of the man (disability leads to social exclusion) as
well as the physical healing of his hand. Jesusa?? goal is always shalom, wholeness/holiness. Jesus is
teaching that the true interpretation of Sabbath (Shabot) is to rest in the holiness of the Lord. It is also
the true meaning of life: to be in holy relationship with God.
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
