Even/during-eur pain, in the middle of setting our face to doing
the hard things, and in the course of bearing and birthing, Godéa?2s faithfulness ultimately brings us joy.

The danger is that Christians are often quick to negate the pain or the loss, with a positive spin.
Leta??s be honest herea??Sarah had long decades of praying, waiting, and mourning over her barren
womb. Yes, eventually, Isaac (laughter) came, but if we learn anything from Sarah, we learn the value
of honesty.
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
