Genesis 32:13-21

Jacob is extremely nervous. Yes, he has heard clearly from God that he needs to go back; and, yes,
he has received a promise that God will be with him “and make [him] prosper” (Genesis 32:12). But he
is still not sure things are going to turn out well.

Jacob decides it might be best to just rely on his wits. He knows it's worked before! Thus, he sends
scores of gifts ahead of him to pacify his potentially angry brother. In the best-case scenario, his
brother is going to like the gifts and treat him kindly. In the worst-case/scenario, a large number of
noisy animals will make an ambush by Esau less likely.
