The world is full of brilliant people. I am so thankful for doctors who are able to perform life-saving
procedures, engineers who make our lives safer, and pastors who explain the truths of scripture.
However, we donâ??t worship doctors, engineers, or pastors. We are to worship God, the One who
created them.

Itâ??s a great reminder for each of us. We shouldnâ??t worship the messenger; we should worship the
One who created the messenger.
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
