Ita??s as
if the author is saying, a??God has extended an-invitation, and the invitation has an expiration date,
and that expiration date is a??Today.a??a?+ God can-care for the.past and the future when we trust
Him with today.

Goda??s invitations are many: forgiveness, repentance, obedience, and salvation. We are invited to
forgive as wea??ve been forgiven.
